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Support Team Guidelines - BC Bike Race 2010

* All Support Vehicles must have a parking pass for access to the Base Camp area on Days One to Six.

Day Zero - June 26, 2010 - North Vancouver

- The Day Zero Registration, Prologue Stage, and Racer Briefing will all take place at Inter River Park in
North Vancouver. All of the above are mandatory for all racers.

- Registration opens at 10:00am, the Prologue start times will range from 12:00pm to 4:00pm in a
time-trail fashion, and the Briefing will begin at 5:00pm.

- Note: all racers MUST load their bikes into the BCBR trucks for transportation to Nanaimo as
Support Teams will not be able to park at the Start Line on Day One.

Day One - June 27,2010 - North Vancouver to Nanaimo

- Racers travelling by bus will be picked up at Inter River Park in North Vancouver (location of Day
Zero/Registration) at 7:00am to be taken to Horseshoe Bay ferry terminal.

- All racers will be on the 8:30am BC Ferries sailing from Horseshoe Bay (West Vancouver) to

Departure Bay (Nanaimo).

- Support Teams are encouraged to take the 8:30am sailing with the racers.

- Race will begin at the Departure Bay ferry terminal in Nanaimo where racers will claim their bikes.

- Note: Support Vehicles will NOT be able to stop at the Start Line in Departure Bay. All racers must
walk off the ferry to collect their bikes at the Start Line.

- Support Team Vehicles should go straight to Base Camp at Nanaimo District Secondary School,
where they will be able to stay the night.

Day Two - June 28, 2010 - Nanaimo to Cumberland

- Racers will depart Nanaimo at 7:15am by bus or Support Team Vehicles, heading for Cumberland
Village Park.

- Race will begin at 9:30am from Cumberland Village Park.

- Support Teams will have parking/camping at this Base Camp.

- Note: all racers MUST load their bikes into the BCBR trucks for transportation to Powell River as
Support Teams will not be able to travel with racers on Day Three.

Day Three - June 29, 2010 - Cumberland to Powell River
- Racers will depart Cumberland by 8:00am by bus, headed to the Little River ferry terminal.
- All racers will be on the 10:10am BC Ferries sailing from Little River (Comox) to Westview (Powell

River).

- Note: Support Vehicles will NOT be allowed on this ferry crossing. Our race fills this vessel to

capacity, so Support Teams must travel at a different time. We apologize for the inconvenience.

- Support Teams are recommended to take the 3:15pm sailing to Powell River.

- Parking/camping spaces will be available at Willingdon Beach in time for all Support Teams taking
the 3:15pm sailing.
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- Note: all racers MUST load their bikes into the BCBR trucks for transportation to Earls Cove as
Support Teams will not be able to travel with racers on Day Four.

Day Four - June 30, 2010 - Powell River to Sechelt
- All racers will depart Powell River by bus, headed for the Saltery Bay ferry terminal.
- Racers will be on the 9:25am BC Ferries sailing from Saltery Bay to Earls Cove.

- Note: Support Vehicles will NOT be allowed on this ferry crossing. Our race fills this vessel to
capacity, so Support Teams must travel at a different time. We apologize for the inconvenience.

- Support Teams are recommended to take the 11:40am sailing to Earls Cove. This is a non-reservable
route, so show up early for this ferry.

- Parking/camping spaces will be available near our Base Camp at Sechelt Elementary School.

Day Five - July 1, 2010 - Sechelt to Squamish

- Racers will start at Sechelt Elementary at 8:00am.

- The race will finish at the BC Ferries terminal in Langdale, where limited parking will be available.

- Depending upon finish time, racers will be on both the 1:05pm and 3:25pm BC Ferries sailings from
Langdale to Horseshoe Bay.

- Itis recommended that Support Teams travel on one of these two sailings.

- Racers who do not travel in a Support Team vehicle will be transported to Squamish via bus.

- Base Camp will be at Brennan Park Rec Centre in Squamish, where parking/camping is available to
Support Teams.

Day Six - July 2, 2010 - Squamish
- The race will start and finish at Brennan Park Rec Centre today.
- Again, camping/parking is available to Support Teams.

Day Seven - July 3, 2010 - Whistler

- Racers will depart Squamish at 7:30am by bus or Support Team Vehicles, headed for Base Two at
Whistler.

- Racers will collect their bikes at Base Two, then ride to the Start Line in Whistler’s Upper Village.

- The race, beginning at 9:30am, will start and finish next to the Fairmont Chateau Whistler in the
Upper Village. Parking is NOT available in this area.

- Note: parking/camping is not provided for Support Teams in Whistler.

- Support Teams are recommended to park in the Whistler Village Day Lots 1 through 5.

- Reminder: if racers and Support Teams wish to attend the Final Banquet at the Fairmont Chateau
Whistler, everyone must purchase tickets to this IF they have not purchased a Meal Plan for the
week. Meal Plans for both racers and Support Team Members include the Final Banquet.
